Summary: 
 

I opposed him last start, thinking the boom was unwarranted, but fancy him today. I speak of Haradasun. I 
have always suspected this horse has had his share of problems, and my opinion didn’t change at all when he 
ran off the track, laying out like a sore/green horse, to win the Ryder. That said, I am faced with a dilemma 

here, as he is bred to swim and the soft going suits his feet. He could eat the ground up in this Doncaster, 

which is a good race for 3yo’s. Fence is some concern. Divine Madonna would have been my top pick if the 
track was good, and Mentality will improve up to the Randwick Mile. Raced a bit flat in the George Ryder, 

coming back to 1500 from a brilliant mile win. Apache Cat commands respect in the conditions. Was never 

going to finish his race off last start after racing too keenly. His wide draw may not be such a bad thing, by 
this time of the day. For roughie and value punters, look towards Beauty Watch and The Free Stater. 
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
