Race Summary: 
 

Gold Edition has the superior Flemington record, but Miss Andretti is expected to beat her every time these two 
mares clash at the same weights. Miss Andretti looked terrific in reeling Gold Edition in first-up and made a hard 

task (going past Gold Edition), look easy. Expected to do it again, in another small field. The likes of Stanzout and 
Swick can’t give these mares weight and beat them. Catechuchu meets the top 2 picks at level weights, which is a 
big ask, but might be the improver 2nd up for trifecta players. The rail position is “to be confirmed” It would 

probably be smarter for Gold Edition to take them over to the outside fence. That is probably her only minimal 
chance to have Miss Andretti snookered on the fence. If they go to the inside, then Miss Andretti will just sit one-

out and one-back and cruise up to Gold Edition with clear running whenever she pleases. Newitt will no doubt give 
the good mare (Miss Andretti) clear running if at all possible, and just tag Gold Edition, providing his mare shows 

enough early speed.

Race Summary: 
 

The critics will most likely come out of the woodwork to tell you why Weekend Hussler can’t win, but here’s a 

reason why he can… This is the last time he will get 51.5kg in a Handicap. Looks a superstar, and has done some 
wonderful things in his very first racing preparation. Don’t read too much into 3yo records, and what he has to 

overcome as far as history is concerned, nor the fact he went from 1600, to 1200, back up to 1600m against older 

horses, all at Group 1 level. Yes he is being asked some big questions here, but he is up to it. With the exception of 

maybe Sonic Quest, there is not a single horse in this field worth discussing who has been set for this race. Typical 
of the Emirates Stakes, this is an after thought for most runners, coming far and wide from Cox Plates, to 
Salingers. Just on Sonic Quest… a talented horse in the making who looks the logical danger, with a great winning 

record, a light weight (54.5kg) and 4th up. Wonderful World is the big threat. Superb run in the Cox Plate, with 2 

weeks back to his pet distance (mile). I probably prefer him around the tighter turning tracks of Melbourne, but it is 

impossible to dismiss him. If looking for an absolute boilover, have a unit on Bird Dancer - Double overlay at 80/1. 
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
