line late last start behind the main wall of horses and caught the eye. First run for the Hayes camp and I can see him running 
into the race at the right time today. Marching wasn’t beaten far in the Randwick Guineas, but couldn’t quicken with the likes 
of Weekend Hussler and Triple Honour when racing handy with them. Back to more a stayer’s race today, which suits him 
perfectly. Bolted in, in the AAMI Vase in the Spring and this could be his race this prep. Guillotine and Littorio fall into the 
bracket of horses who will appreciate every metre of the 2000m, but unfortunately will want even further! They’ll be doing their 
best work late and are definitely two to follow into the Derby. Steel Giant is the knockout. Spec at odds. 
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
