 in the NZ Oaks. Genuine staying type who should stamp herself as an Oaks chance today. Raise and 

Heavenly Glow will be finishing just behind them again.

I can see Darren Beadman riding Tuesday Joy very positive again with the lack of speed in the race, and with her main 
danger Princess Coup giving her a start, and the slow tempo, I think this form mare can win again. The Fuzz is going to be 

the biggest improver up to 2400m on a bigger track. Racing well this prep, but we should see his best now at a mile and a 
half. Admittedly, he is probably more a handicapper at this stage, but if he is ever going to win a WFA race, then this will be it, 
over 2400m. Princess Coup will be closing hard as per usual but is disadvantaged again by giving Tuesday Joy and The 
Fuzz a start. Still hard to dismiss her as she’s all class. Sirmione rounds out the winning chances, but I still think the Queen 
Elizabeth is his race and I’m waiting for Randwick, with stayers Pentathon and County Tyrone place chances if something 
runs along for them. Bundoran Breeze is this year’s “Curata Storm”. In the “he couldn’t possibly win” bracket, he does look 

extremely unlikely at WFA, but will get a quiet run on the speed and be in it for a long way. One for the 50c each way punters.

I can visualise this race unfolding in my mind, and if all goes to plan, Racing To Win just might be the best bet of the 

afternoon. Mentality caught him at a nice time, having a setback and a month between runs and was allowed to dictate the 
race to suit himself at Canterbury. Different scenario altogether today. Mentality will have the warhorse Desert War keeping 
him company in front. Star 3yo Weekend Hussler will get the gun run and first crack at the leaders. Mentality won the 

Randwick Guineas last year before running 2
nd

 in both the George Ryder and Doncaster, and while I think Weekend Hussler 
is a superior horse to Mentality, I can see him repeating that effort this year. I expect Mentality to fight on and keep him 

honest for a while in the straight, but only until Racing To Win comes off their backs and goes whoosh. Racing To Win races 
superbly at Rosehill and handles all conditions. Looks his race. Desert War will also box on for the minors and has the race 

fitness on his side to stick on with Mentality. The only spanner in the works will be if the likes of Oliver or Williams come out on 
a mission (on Casino Prince and Honor In War) to keep Racing To Win 3 deep. IF Lloyd digs up 3 deep on Acey Ducey, I 
think Hugh should be happy to follow him and sit 3-deep with cover on Racing To Win as Plan B.

Race Summary: 
 

With no Amelia’s Dream and levelling barrier draw, this is the most open and winnable Slipper that I can recall. Breeder’s 
Plate winner Sebring has drawn to win this and Glen Boss flies home for another gifted opportunity of group 1 glory. 

Unbeaten in Sydney, Sebring looks bomb proof and only has to run a strong 1200m to be the horse they all have to beat. One 
runner who does get the 1200, and in style, is Augusta Proud. They would have been mad not to pay up with this filly. In an 

open 2yo year with a lot of dead tracks and 6 furlongs in 1.11+, Augusta Proud has won her last 3 races over 1200m, 
including the Magic Millions in sub 1.10 on each occasion. Query in the conditions, but bred to handle it and is a genuine 
racehorse capable of running time. I still think All American is the best raw talent I’ve seen this season. Happy to take any 

futures about him winning the Sires Produce and/or Champagne. Will get enough speed in this to allow him to finish off 
strongly. Burgeis and Von Costa De Hero have drawn poorly but are the fresh 2yos on the scene. Burgeis appeals more on 

the fresh and back to 1200m with a quick tempo. It suits her more than the smart Von Costa De Hero who is a Sires horse.

Race Summary: 
 

Soft Coolmore. With Forensics bypassing this race into the Doncaster, the weights have been raised and it looks there for the 
taking for the talented Hot Danish. She’s a little hard pressed copping 57kg in her first attempt at a Group 1, but it’s merely an 

indication of the quality (or lackthereof) of the race. I love the fact that she has the tactical speed to race handy and kick clear 
and find it very hard to oppose her in any mares handicap. Will be even better placed down in the weights in the Donny. 
Absolutelyfabulous is the save bet and can spoil this favourite’s party if things go her way. Loomed up strongly in a very 

good Newcastle Newmarket field and races very well at Rosehill. Handles the conditions and is weighted to be very 
competitive in this, finishing off strongly. Occurrence has done absolutely nothing wrong and brings the Forensics form into 
the race, through the Queen Of The Turf. Like Me Wild is a talent, who is suited back to Handicap conditions. Was never 

going to be a huge threat in the Queen of the Turf at Set weights. Meeting Hot Danish 2kg worse for their last meeting. 
Gallant Tess and Translate have winning claims in a mares handicap. Mimi Lebrock goes well, but can’t draw an alley. 
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
