Bypassed the Coolmore Classic
in a bid to win this. The conditions remain a concern with her. Triple Honour practically dead-heated with Weekend Hussler 2
starts back at this track and distance in the Randwick Guineas and with only 51kg can give this a big shake. He may be this
year’s “Over”. Sniper’s Bullet will appreciate the return to handicap conditions. Has held his own with 59 at WFA, but much
better placed today. Needs luck from the alley. Theseo looks the big overlay in the race. 50/1 about Gai’s only runner who is
in form, is very juicy. | have him rated a $13 chance. Willing to bet small with him. Lastly, | hope a few of the value punters
followed my forum lead and had a little spec for Serious Speed at 40/1 in the early markets. She’ll be closer to 10/1 on the

day, but remains a query in the conditions.
