I doubt that Gai would have done much with her, and she 
remains the horse to beat. The runner that interests me with the most tailored form and lightest prep for this, is Serious 
Speed. She is progressing through her distances nicely and should have some freshness in her legs. Caught the eye (again) 
in the Doncaster and has been good all prep, hitting the line. We know she can get this sort of distance. Was placed in the 
Oaks last season. The query runner at the trip, but interesting runner in the race is Sniper’s Bullet. Has been asked to step 
up through the distances this prep and has raced predominantly at WFA. A model of consistency who is impossible to ignore. 
Desert War was never going to be a threat going back to the Ryder from the Ranvet, but this is HIS race. Will give a big sight.

With the grinding tempo in mind, it should suit the one-batter No 
Wine No Song who knows how to stay and will be close enough in the run. I can never leave out 2006 Sydney Cup winner 
County Tyrone for the minors and multis. This is his race after all, and he has shown this prep in the lead-up that his form 

certainly hasn’t gone backwards. Many others appeal in their own way, but this is not a race I’m keen to do a lot with.

I got it wrong going with Racing To Win in the George Ryder, and I’m the first to admit that Weekend Hussler is even better 
than I thought. All of that is not going to change the fact that Racing To Win is a good thing in this. IF there’s a danger, the 
best hope may come in the form of an inferior 3yo. This looks a nice assignment for Murtajill third-up. His second to Serious 
Speed at this trip last start was very respectable. Casino Prince arguably should have won the Doncaster, but he’s having his

 run this prep, going back to 1400m after running 3 times at 1600 on top of the Australian Cup over 2000m. He looks the 

obvious danger to my top 2, but can’t beat Racing To Win at WFA over 7 furlongs on the 7 day backup for mine. German 
Chocolate rounds out the chances in the race. Travelled up strongly 3-deep in the Doncaster before grinding. Didn’t get the 
Randwick mile and is suited back to 1400m. WFA makes it tough for him, but certainly one for the multis at odds.
