Race 8 has some tidy gallopers, but looks an evenly 
graded affair. 
 
GUMNUT GURU (Race 4 No 3) looks perfectly placed here to annex his second career win at his 7th start. 
Clearly rates best on last start 3rd behind Hermosa Corona and Valentine Miss, both those gallopers would win 
this moderate affair easily. Over raced last time and should settle better here with the 200m step up to the 1600 
course. Rider was questioned at length regarding lack of initiative and tactics last time in, and has been replaced 
by William Pike today. Looks the one. Forever Generous appeals as the logical danger running less than a length 
behind Gumnut Guru last time and General Mosvale has steadily improved with each run.
